Uniform 

As we move through the winter term, we kindly ask for your continued support in ensuring that all  
children come to school wearing the correct school uniform. This helps promote a sense of belonging and 
ensures that children are dressed safely and appropriately for all school activities. 
 
Our winter uniform is as follows: 
 

• Sweatshirt / cardigan: Royal blue with Manor Farm logo 
• Shirt / blouse: White 

• Trousers / culottes / skirt / pinafore: Dark grey 
• Socks: White or grey 

• Tights: Royal blue, white, or grey 
• Footwear: Sensible, safe and tidy black shoes (no trainers) 
 
If your child would like to wear shorts, this is absolutely fine, but they must be dark grey school shorts. 
A reminder that jewellery is not permitted in school. Earrings may not be worn, as they present a safety 
hazard particularly during playtime and PE. 
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
